be allowed provided, that upon demand
the original shall be produced. Inter
ruption and suspension of operation,
maintenance records or complaints of
interference and remedial measures
taken by the licensee shall be recorded
and shall be preserved for at least 2
years from the date of the occumrence.

11.10 Statlon Inspection

a) The licensee of atelevision broad-
cast translator station shall make
available the station facilities and
the records required by the Na-
tional Telecommunications Com-
mission for inspection by duly au-
thorized  representatives of the
Mational Telecommunications Com
missicn,

b} The call sign of the transiator to-
gether with the name, address and
telephone number of the licensee
shall be displayed at the transiator
site on the structure supportling
the transmitting antenna, so as to
be visible 10 a person standing on
the ground at the transmitter site.
In case the licensee does not

‘reside in the community served by
the translator, the name, address
and telephone number of the local
representative of the licensee shall
also be posted. The sign shall be
prepared so as to withstand nor-
mal weather conditions and shall
be maintained in a readable condi-
tion by the licensee.

11.11 Operator Requirements

a) A low power television broadcast
translator station may be operated
by a person designated by and
under the control of the licensee
and need not be a licensed opera-
tor.

b) A licensed operator employed to
operate aTV translator may, atthe
discretion of the licensee, be
employed for other duties or for
the operation of another class of
station or stations in accordance
with the class of license which he
holds and the rules and regula-
tions goveming such other sta
tions. However, such duties shall
not interfere with the operation of

the TV translator station.

11.12 Painting and Lighting of Antenna

Structures

Painting andlighting of antenna struc-
tures employed by stations licensed
under this section shall be in accord-
ance with Air Transportation Office (ATO)
regulations.

11.13 Statlon Records

da) The licensee of a television broad
cast translator station shall main-
tain station records, including the
current Instrument of authoriza
tion, official comespondence with
the Authority, maintenance records,
contracts, permission for
rebroadcast, and other pertinent
documents.

b} Emries should be made on the
following:
1). daily observalions of tower
lights;
2). quarterly inspections of the
conditions of the assoclated
control equipment;

3). the date when towers are re-
paired or repainted.

c) The station records shall be made
available upon request 1o any au-
thorized representative of the Au-
tharity.

d) Station records shall be retained
for a period of two years,

11.14 Station Identification

The call sign for television broad-
cast translator slations shall be made
up of the initial letter D" followed by
the channel number assigned 1o the
translator's transmission and two let-
ters.

The two letter combinations follow-
ing the channel number will be as-

signed by the Authority.

11.15 Coples of Rules 1o be Kept by the

Operator

The operator of a TV Translator
Station shall keep on hand the current
copy of the rules and regulations relat-
ing to his station.



11.16 Frequency Assignment

An applicant for a new television

broadcast translator station or for
changes in the facilities of an author-
ized station shall endeavor to select a
channel on which its operation is not
likely to cause interference to the re-
ception of cther stations. The applica
tion must be specific with regard to the
frequency requested, Only one chan-
nel will be assigned to each station.

Any one of the 12 standard VHF
channels (2-13 inclusive) may be
assigned te a VHF translator on
condition that no interference is
caused 1o the direct receplion by
the public of the signals of any
television broadcast station oper-
ating on the same or any adjacent
channel,

A VHF low power TV translator may
be authorized on any VHF TV char-
nel on a secondary basis to a
regular television broadcast sta
tion, and as such may be made 1o
transfer to another VHF or UHF
channel within ninety (90) days
notice in favor of a regular TV
broadcast station.

Adjacentchannel assignments will
not be made to television broad-
cast translator stations inmtended
to serve all or a part of the same
arﬂ‘ﬂr

Assignments which will obviously
result in mutual interference be-
tween translators will not be made.

11.17 Purpose and Permissible Service

Television broadcast translator
stations provide a means whereby
the signals of television broadcast
stations may be retransmitted an
another channel.

A television broadcast translator
stlation may be used only for the
purpose of re-transmitting the sig-
nals of a primary television broad-
cast station which have been re-
ceived directly through space, con-
verted 1o a different channel by
simple heterodyne frequency con-
version and sultably amplified.

The transmissions of such televi-
sion broadcast translator station
shall be intended for direct recep-
tion by the general public and other
use shall be Incidental thereto.

The technical characteristics of
the retransmitted signals shaill
not be deliberately altered s as to
hinder reception on conventional
television broadcast recelvers.

A television broadcast translator
station shall not deliberately re-
transmit the signals cf any station
other than the staticn it is author-
ized 10 re-transmit; a precaution
shall be taken to avoid uninten-
tional re-transmission of such other
signals,

A low power TV translator station
may be authorized to retransmit
the signals of different television
broadcast stations during differ-
ent periods of operation in orderto
provide a program meeting the
needs of a particular community.
However, if more than one output
channel is contemplated, sepa-
rate TV translators must be em-
ployed foreach such channel and
a separate and complete applica-
tion must be made for authority to
construct each TV translator sta-
tion.

More than one television broad-
cast translator station may be li
censed to the same applicant upon
an appropriate showing of need for
such addilional stations; provided
that the TV broadcast station licer-
see may rebroadcast only his own
TV program transmission.

Low power TV translators operated
by TV broadcast station licensees
are not counted as TV stations for
purposes concerning muitiple own-
ership.

The Authority will not act on appli-
cations for new television broad
casl translator stations untll 30
days have elapsed since the date
on which ""Public Notice'" is given
by the Authority of acceptance for
filing of such application, in order
